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“All Aboard!” For These Famous Trains

Whether you are a “train buff” or a
stamp collector, you will want to
include the latest USPS issue of
famous trains among your railroad
memorabilia or in your stamp col-
lection. Named the “All Aboard!”
stamps, they are reproduced from
paintings by the renowned water-
color artist Ted Rose and are avail-
able in panes of 20 stamps.

Each storied passenger train is
depicted against a background typi-
cal of its run. The five streamliners
are: Daylight, Congressional, 20th
Century Limited, Hiawatha and
Super -Chief.

Daylight

The “Daylight” with a 4-8-4 Class J
Baldwin was operated between Los
Angeles and San Francisco by the
Southern Pacific and once reached a
speed of 105 mph towing a 15-car,
915 ton load. Many claimed the
“Daylight” with its external styling
was one of the most aesthetically
pleasing of all US steam locomo-
tives.

Congressional

Actually, the full name of this
famous train was the “Con-
gressional Express” which saw
service between New York and
Washington D.C. in the 1950s with

the Pennsylvania Railroad. It was
pulled by a celebrated Class GG1
2C-C2 electric locomotive sporting
a stainless steel outer shell.
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The Five “All Aboard!” Stamps
Shown Top to Bottom in the
Same Order as the Text

20th Century Limited

The “20th Century Limited” oper-
ated by New York Central Railroad
between New York and Chicago
was hauled by two different Hud-
son locomotives: a stock 4-6-4 and
the one pictured in the stamp all
dressed up with a streamlined outer
body designed by Henry Dreyfuss.

Hiawatha

The “Hiawatha” was originally
pulled by an Atlantic 4-4-2 running
between Chicago and the Twin
Cities of Minneapolis and St. Paul.
Owned by the Milwaukee Road, the
Atlantics were later replaced by
Class F7 locomotives.

Super Chief

In the spring of 1937 Santa Fe
unveiled the nation’s first all-
Pullman streamliner powered by
two Electo-Motive 1,800 hp diesels.
The “Super-Chief” soon became
one of the most celebrated transcon-
tinental trains of all times carrying
passengers from Chicago to Los
Angeles. Built by Budd Co., it was
designed by a group of eminent
architects and stylists and consisted
of a dining car, observation lounge,
bar and a wide choice of overnight
accommodations each with richly
paneled wood veneer interiors.

Finding Stamps In

There are at least nine good sources
(and maybe more) for finding
stamps for your collection. Some
are obvious, but others will take a
bit of looking around.

Your Daily Mail

The first, cheapest and most obvi-
ous is to watch for stamps on mail
that arrives at your house. If you
don’t see all the mail, ask other fam-
ily members to save stamped covers
for you. Remember, these stamps
are free, too!

Offices and Businesses

Other free sources are offices and
businesses owned by relatives and
friends. Perhaps if you approach
these owners with a request to save
all incoming mail - on cover - they
will be happy to do so. When ask-
ing, be sure to offer to pick up regu-
larly what they hold for you and
don’t forget to doit!

Trade With Members

Yet one more free source is to trade
with members of our stamp club.
Telephone a member who has simi-
lar collecting interests and set up a
time to trade either at one of our
monthly meetings or at one of your
homes.

Club “Silent Auctions”

You also have opportunities to buy
stamps in our monthly “silent auc-
tions” held during each club meet-
ing. But, this source isn’t free and
you’ll have to lay out a few coins -
probably well below catalog - to
acquire stamps at auction. Usually,
there are 30 to 35 lots of stamps,
covers, used albums and philatelic
supplies displayed on the auction
wables. Feel free to browse and bid.

All The Right Places
The Post Office

Many collectors seem to forget that
the U.S. Post Office sells stamps
and most branches carry a fairly
good range of new issues. One
positive thing about buying stamps
at the post office is you don’t have
to pay a “premium” or dealers’
marked-up costs because you
always buy at “face” value.

Stamp Shops

This source, especially for those of
us who live in or around Tallahas-
see, is a bit sticky because there
isn’t a shop devoted strictly to phi-
lately in our neighborhood. The
closest shops are probably in Pan-
ama City and Valdosta, GA.
(Check the local phone books in
these cities for numbers and
addresses.) You’ll pay full catalog
or some portion thereof when you
buy stamps at a dealer’s shop.The
smaller the store, the less likely
you’ll find a wide variety of stamps.

Stamp Publications

If you don’t already subscribe to
one or more stamp publications,
you might consider doing so.
These publications are designed
especially for collectors and you’ll
find they are chuck full of advertise-
ments for stamps and supplies.
Members bring copies of the major
philatelic journals to each club meet-
ing to give away. You may take
copies and subscribe to any of them
you find interesting and helpful.

“Borse” and Stamp Shows
A “borse” (stamp 'sale without
exhibits) and stamp shows are usu-
ally attended by dealers who carry a
wide range of stamps and supplies.

Naturally, larger shows attract
more large dealers who rent tables.
Local shows, like PANPEX in Pan-
ama City, usually have around six
to eight dealers while the big
national exhibits can accommodate
30 to 50 dealers depending upon the
facilities and space available. Your
selection of stamps, covers and sup-
plies will, of course, be much
broader at the bigger shows and
sometimes competition holds prices
down. ‘

The Internet

It may not be fair to even mention
using the Internet as a source for
stamps because not all collectors
have a computer, and some who do
are not necessarily connected to a
“server.” If you are on the “net,”
you can find dealers located around
the world from whom you can buy
stamps at auction and/or through
their net price sale offerings. Stamp
publications, mentioned above, con-
tain dealers’ advertisements and
those who are on the “web” have
their addresses'listed. You can also
“surf the net” looking under the
_ headings of stamps, hobbies and
collectibles for possible leads to
stamps sources.
